First,congrats on the upcoming nuptials and the relocation to the US.
Hope all goes well for you.

In terms of foreign credential and transcript evaluations you are on the right track. Both colleges and
employers in the US will want to see a formal third party language translation and equivalency report on
your foreign credentials. Most colleges use one of 15 approved NACES evaluators to do these reports.

Yes -- WES or World Education Services http://www.wes.org is one of the most commonly used, largest,
and trusted services for foreign credential evaluations in the USA. A report done by them will give you
what you need to know and will report how your German transcripts meet US standards for employment.

You can either go ahead and order an assessment from WES -- this would be very helpful in knowing
how your credentials translate and in letting you begin to decide how to plan for any further education or
employment in the US.
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You could wait until you know you need an assessment -- that is until you are actually ready to apply to a
school or job agency here -- but it may be best to go ahead and have an assessment on file so you
know for sure your standing. The benefit to waiting would be that if any agency requires you to use a
specific service then you won't risk having to pay for a second evaluation.

Most colleges do NOT do the assessments themselves but rely on foreign credential services to do the
assessments for them. WES is very widely recognized.
