Creighton does not publish the cost of their online masters in finance so I can't tell you that. There
appears to be no data on that on their one site and we don't profile this degree on our site so we have no
solid cost data on them. 

You know that you do NOT need a master's in finance to take the CFA Exam.  
SEE CFA site: https://www.cfainstitute.org/pages/index.aspx 

You only need to meet these requirements: 

Have a bachelor's (or equivalent) degree 

    or be in the final year of your bachelor's degree program at the time of registration* 
    or have four years of professional work experience (does not have to be investment related) 
    or have a combination of professional work and college experience that totals at least four years.
Part-time positions do not qualify, and the four-year total must be accrued prior to enrollment. 

AND Understand the professional conduct requirements (you will be asked to sign the Professional
Conduct  

HOWEVER since you don't work in finance now you will need some educational prep. for that CFA
exam. 

You could take the prep courses directly from the CFA OR take a master's degree that integrates exam
prep as do the 2 online finance masters you are looking at now. 

Also, given your career goals, which are blue chip and related to big business you'd WANT a masters
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from an AACSB program to compete.
