Since you already hold a bachelor's degree and have some skills with Adobe products I agree 100% that
you should now look for specific courses or a bundle of courses (such a bundle is often called "a
certificate")to meet your career goals. 

For others, there is a great article here on picking between a second bachelors degree program OR a
certificate. The points made in this article may help you as the piece follows your logic for what type of
education would best match this career dilemma.

In this case you want portable skills that are tied to a single vendor product -- adobe illustrator. If I were
you I'd start at the horses' mouth and look at the courses and certifications that are offered and
authorized by Adobe training online and learning centers nationwide. 

There are more than 25 different types and levels of certification for Adobe products which are available
from adobe certified training centers. Check out the official Adobe course catalog online at

You can attend these training courses at a local center OR some are available 100% online. 

The good thing about going with these courses are they are pegged to industry standardized
certifications for using all types and levels of adobe products. Professional certification on adobe tool use
can be a great resume and pay booster.

Another option is to look for a packaged online certificate from a college that incorporates web design
and graphic virtual design that uses Adobe certified tools and exams as a part of the degree.

In both cases, use the FILTERS on your left to CHOOSE Computer Science and IT as your subject area.
 

I am not sure any of the above would be specific enough for your needs. Also, often colleges charge a
large fee for 'transcripting' or awarding academic degree credit for certificate courses. This is great if you
want to earn the certifivcate and apply it as credit to the major area of a bachelors or masters degree. In
your case degree transcripting fees may well not be worth the extra cost.  

What you really want is professional skills training that will stand up in the job market and add to your
skills base in a very narrow area.  

Corporate training tied to end of course certification exams would be the path I'd choose in your
situation.
