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It would be unusual to apply to earn a college degree without first having a GED or high school diploma
in the USA.  

FYI: 98% of all colleges accept the GED rather than a high school diploma for admissions. 

There are two real online colleges that may admit you without a GED or high school diploma: 

Excelsior College Distance Learning of New York, the adult alternative college of NY, also MAY admit
SOME applicants who do not hold a high school diploma or GED. 

Charter Oak State College of CT, for example, is a special college for adult learners and they do NOT
require applicants to hold any high school credential. The Charter Oak distance learning programs says:
"Admission is open to any person 16 years or older, regardless of level of formal education, who has
earned nine acceptable college-level credits." 

Many Charter Oak students enter with significant career experience, military certifications and corporate
training and / or passing scores on CLEP exams. 

In both cases these colleges specialize in working with older students who have advanced learning in
their career or specialty areas.

Be careful!   

Internet colleges who advertise "online degrees with no GED or high school" are usually degree mill
scams; and there are dozens of these that advertise heavily using this come on. 

Try Excelsior or Charter Oak as both are real regionally accredited distance learning colleges.
