| am not sure | understand your question.
Is UC the University of California Online?

What is IGETC?

It sounds like you are transfering credits from 2 previous colleges to a 4 year college? And that you
made poor grades at the first community college you attended?
And that you are trying to get that fist college to delete or remove these poor grades?

If this is a correct assessment you should mention all this in your application. The "reasons" why your
records were poor at the first school will be of interest to your new 4 year school UC?). Your new school
will REQUIRE official transcripts from all previous schools you attended so the will see and use all those
old grades in calculating your transfer GPA (grade point average) and admission standing. If your total
transfer GPA is below 2-2.5 you may be admitted but only provisionally pending getting good grades at
your new school the first semester.

Your new school will use all your old grades in calculating your transfer GPA and standing so you should
mention all your old grades and any special circumstances in your admissions to the new school. You
will not be able to hide this BUT if you have good reasons you may, as | said, get provisional admission
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and a chance to proove yourself at your new school.

If you can get those bad grades officially removed for some reason then that would be best BUT it
sounds like there is not time to have that done officially s you will need to explain those grades and work
with the new school based on their existence on your official transcripts at this time.

Many people recover from poor academic performance and earn 4 year degrees.
It sounds like your performance has improved over the years so make that clear om your application so
the admissions people can take that into account.
