As | said Northwestern Theological is not accredited. That makes it difficult to tell if they employ any
standard practices for student records and assessment. One of the downsides of attending an
unaccredited school is that they are not bound to standards or external review for record keeping,
grading, and so on. This puts grads at high risk for the schools disappearing leaving students with no
access to records post graduation.

Perhaps others will chime in if they have had experiences with this seminary online.
