Do you know or have you read the official evaluation process/policies at Texas A&M for 
international credentials? If so, can you give me a link to that page/policy? 

Also, who are you talking to at Texas A&M, Is it the admissions department; the MBA department; the
registrar's office; the dean's office; the bursar?  Who has denied your request for an international
bachelor's equivalency ruling? Many offices can be involved in the assessment of international
credentials and many offices may rule on them.  

If you can locate the official policy there will also be a way to "petition for exception" to any policy but to
do this you need to know the policy and who ruled on it and then ask who you may petition to you for an

exception or new ruling.   

Colleges generally follow guidelines and policies on these things and so you need to locate the policy
and the person(s) who rule on it and follow the policy steps. 

No college has to accept anyone or any degree; but they do have to follow their own policies and give
students ways to appeal or petition when they believe the policy ruling is wrong. 

In many cases schools will allow a student to "provisionally" enroll in up to 2 courses PENDING formal
policy reviews and prior to being admitted to a degree program. Ask about that policy also. It may be
possible for you to enroll in a course or two while you wait for a ruling on formal acceptance into the
degree program.
